Parking Lot 5: Interstate 80 to UC Davis exit. If traveling east 

bound, turn left onto Old Davis Road. If traveling west 
bound, turn right onto Old Davis Road. Turn left at the 
traffic light onto Mark Hall Drive. Turn right at stop sign 
onto Old Davis Road. Turn right at stop sign of A Street, 
and drive into Visitor Parking Lot 5.

Parking permits cost $6.00 per day. Permit dispensers accept quarters, one-dollar bills, five-dollar bills, VISA, or MasterCard. You may purchase 
a parking pass from the machine located in the parking lot adjacent to the University Club. Visitor parking passes are $6 and correct change is 
needed.  Please pay close attention to all parking lot signage as the lots are monitored regularly. Visitors must use Parking lot #5A

and drive into Visitor Parking Lot 5.

From the East or West:Take I-80 to the Richards Blvd. exit 
(Downtown Davis). Turn North on Richards Blvd. and 
proceed under the railroad overpass. At the stoplight (First 
Street) turn left. Continue four blocks on First Street and 
turn left on "A" Street. Proceed to the next stop sign. Parking 
lot 5A is located directly ahead. The University Club is 
located down a short path behind the large pine trees at the 
opposite side of the parking lot & is adjacent to Solano 
Soccer field.

From the North or South:Take Hwy 113 to I-80 West. Then 
follow the directions above.

Southern Pacific Train Depot- Located in Downtown Davis, the Depot is within walking and biking distance to UC 
Davis, the Davis Farmers Market and many other attractions. Local Unitrans bus service is located at the Depot. The 
depot is the second busiest stop on the Capitol Corridor route providing connections from Auburn to San Jose. The 
Mission Revival Style building is a popular backdrop for photographers and considered the most beautiful historic 
station on the Capitol Corridor route.

UC Davis Arboretum - The  Arboretum is a living monument and a museum of 100 acres. This public garden contains 
4,000 types of trees and plants that live along the banks of the old North Channel of Putah Creek in Davis. The grounds 
have eleven collections that encompass a vast variety of plant life. The gardens of the park are a journey through the 
different geographical areas, plant groups, horticultural themes, or historical periods.
